tenderness of God, his way of embracing us.

POPE FRANCIS: The Easter 

Triduum is the apex of our 

Christian life 

(Vatican Radio) Pope Francis has 

urged the faithful to see the signs 

of the Risen Lord and open their hearts to a "present 

that is full of the future". 

The Easter Triduum ï the Pope said ï is the apex of 

our liturgical year and it is also the apex of our lives 

as Christians. 

We begin the Triduum ï he continued - by celebrating 

the Mass of the Lordôs Supper, as we recall Christôs 

offering of his body and blood to the Father, which he 

gave to the Apostles as food for their nourishment, with 

the command that they perpetually celebrate these 

mysteries in his memory.  

He said we also recall the Lord washing the Apostlesô 

feet, through which he showed that the ñpurpose of his 

life and passion was to serve God and neighbor, a 

service which we are called to imitate by loving one 

another as he loved usò. 

This purpose ï Pope Francis explained ï is expressed 

also during our Baptism, when the Lordôs grace 

cleansed us from sin and we ñput on the new selfò in the 

image of Christ (Col 3, 10). And it happens each time 

we partake in the Eucharist and enter into Communion 

with Christ to obey his commandment to love Him as he 

loved us. If we take Communion without being sincerely 

ready to wash each otherôs feet ï Francis said ï we do 

not acknowledge the Lordôs Body: ñJesusô service is to 

give of himself, totallyò. 

On Good Friday ï the Pope continued - we will meditate 

on the mystery of Christôs death and we will adore the 

Cross.  

During the last instants of his life, ñbefore handing over 

the spiritò ï he said ï Jesus said ñit is finishedò (John 

19, 30), meaning ï the Pope explained ï that Salvation 

has taken place; ñthat with his sacrifice Jesus has 

transformed the greatest injustice into the greatest 

love.ò    

How beautiful it will be ï the Pope said ï if at the end of 

our lives, with all of our errors and our sins as well as 

our works of charity and our love for our neighbor, we 

will be able to say: óit is finishedô. And not with the 

perfection with which Jesus said it, but knowing that we 

did what we could. 

Let us ask the Lord for the grace ï the Pope said ï to 

be able to say: ñFather, I did what I could. It is 

finishedò.    

On Holy Saturday ï he continued - we will contemplate 

Jesusô lying in the tomb, and with Mary, the Church will 

keep alive the flame of faith, hoping against every hope 

in Christôs resurrection. 

Then, at the Easter Vigil, when the Alleluia resounds 

again, we will celebrate the Risen Christ, the center and 

fulfilment of the universe and history.  

And pointing out that ñat times the darkness of the night 

seems to penetrate into our souls; and that at times we 

think óthere is nothing left to doô and our heart seems to 

have lost the strength to loveéò, Pope Francis said that 

it is in that very darkness that ñChrist lights up the fire of 

Godôs love: a flash of light breaks the darkness and 

announces a new beginningò. 

It is in that darkness ï he said ï that Christ wins and 

lights the flame of love. 

And urging the faithful to open their hearts to a ñpresent 

which is full of futureò, the Pope said ñour life does not 

end before a tomb stone, our life continues with the 

hope of Christ who arose from the tombò. 

In these days - Pope Francis continued - may we not 

only observe the Lordôs Passion, but truly enter into its 

mystery, making our own the sentiments of Christ.  In 

this way, our Easter will indeed be blessed.

FR. PHILIPõS 

In Las Vegas, at the funeral of a 

notorious gambler, a friend was 

delivering the eulogy.  The speaker 

went on and on (as we often do) with 

those flowery phrases that try to 

cover up the fact of death.  At one point he said, ñLet us 

not look upon our dear friend as dead, but merely 

asleep.ò  To which one of the deceasedôs gambling pals 

standing in the rear of the funeral parlor said to those 

around him, ñIôll give you eight-to-one heôs dead.ò  

There were no takers. 

Pilate, the priests, the Pharisees, soldiers and even the 
disciples of Jesus were sure that the Lord was dead.  
They could bet a million to one.  Nobody would take the 
bet at that time.  But Christians everywhere later on have 
gambled on the one they put into the tomb, not with 
money but with their own life because they really believe 
that the Lord is risen. 

Alleluia! ñThe Lord is not here, but has risen.ò  This is the 
proclamation of the angels to the women who came to 
see the tomb of Jesus on the first day of the week.  This 
is also the cause of joy and strength for Christians 
throughout history.  We can see it in the celebrations of 
the Church. 

Thanks to all of you, the Choirs, Liturgy Committee, Art 
and Environment Committee, RCIA Team, Servers, 
Lectors, Ushers, Eucharistic Ministers, and all those who 
have made the celebrations special, prayerful and joyful.  
Easter was the foundation of the apostlesô faith it still is 
ours.  Without Resurrection, Christian faith could be like 
a story without an ending.  St. Paul said, ñIf Christ has 
not been raised from the dead, then our proclamation has 
been in vain and your faith has been in vain (1 Cor. 15: 
14).ò

The murder of his 

beloved Son was not able to destroy God's love 

for us, and now nothing can revoke his fidelity to 

his promise. 

This mission of Jesus, to prepare and open up 

the world for the coming kingdom of God, must be 

continued in the Church: in fact, the Church as a 

whole is charged with continuing the mission of 

Jesus by following in his footsteps.  

Therefore, we are to pass on the reconciliation 

which has been accomplished in him, and the 

irrevocable alliance of God with us founded on 

the death and Resurrection of Jesus.
