THE TESTIMONY OF CATALINA 

ON THE HOLY MASS (continued from last week) 

The following is taken from the writings of the 

Bolivian mystic Catalina Rivas. The visions 

described below are the product of divinely inspired 

mystical experiences.

She 

spoke to me from there, but silently, directly to the heart, 

without looking at me: 

ñIt surprises you to see Me standing a little behind 

Monsignor [the Archbishop], does it not?  This is how 

it should be... With all the love that My Son gives Me, 

He has not given Me the dignity that He has given the 

priests of being able to perform the daily Miracle with 

My hands as they do with their priestly hands.  

Because of this, I feel a deep respect for priests and 

for the miracle that God carries out through them, 

which compels Me to kneel here behind them.ò  

[Translatorôs note: In Latin America and in other 

countries a Bishop and Archbishop is addressed as 

ñMonsignorò.]
